Vadodara/Mumbai, Feb 07, 2025: INOX India Ltd (INOXCVA) has released its unaudited financial results 
for the third quarter ended December 31, 2024, as approved by the Board of Directors. The results highlight 
consistent improvements in both financial and operational performances. Quarterly revenue stood at an 
highest-ever mark of ₹349 Cr, marking a 18.2 % year-on-year growth. EBITDA for the quarter was at ₹83 
Cr, up by 17%. Profit After Tax (PAT) rose to ₹57 Cr, reflecting a 17.4% YoY growth.
